H Airbag

The airbag system generally consists of:

e Front Airbags (fitted in the centre part of the steering wheel and
the instrument panel above the glove box respectively)

e Side Airbags (fitted in the outer seatback cushion of the two front
seats)

e Central Airbags (fitted in the inner seatback cushion of the driver
seat)

e Side Curtain Airbags (fitted in the roof lining)
In the corresponding place where airbags are fitted, there is a warning sign stating 'AIRBAG'".

Warning: The airbag provides additional protection in a severe impact only. It does not replace the need, or
requirement to wear a seat belt. Even the vehicle is equipped with airbags, seat belts still must be worn properly,
otherwise you may suffer from severe injury or even death in a collision.

Warning: The airbags together with lap-shoulder seat belts provide optimum protection for adults, but it is not the
case for infants. The seat belt and airbag systems in the vehicle are not designed for protecting infants. The
protection required by infants should be provided by child restraints.

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Safety Instructions for Emergency Rescue

® Please always observe the high-voltage safety precautions during rescue. The personnel safety shall be
ensured preferentially in any case.

e Vehicle components with high-voltage warning label and orange harnesses are high-voltage components.
Please always follow the safety requirements on the warning label of the high-voltage system.

e Work on high-voltage components shall be performed by qualified personnel, and the operators shall always
wear complete insulating protective equipment and use insulating tools.

e When working on high-voltage components, the high voltage must be disconnected by strictly following the
operation instructions of "High Voltage Disconnection" in this Handbook to ensure safety before proceeding.

e Never damage the high-voltage battery pack when lifting the vehicle from below. Please take extra care to
ensure that the floor is not damaged when using rescue tools.

e Regardless of the operations, care should always be taken with all high-voltage components, and cutting,
squeezing or touching high-voltage components may cause severe injury or death.

H Protective equipment

Work on high-voltage components shall be performed by qualified personnel, and the operators shall be provided
with the corresponding insulating protective equipment and use insulating tools.

High Voltage Disconnection

When the power system can be turned off normally, the rescuers can disconnect
the high-voltage output by first turning off the power system, then the negative cable
of 12V low-voltage battery, and finally the manual maintenance switch.

In an emergency, the high-voltage output can be disconnected by disconnecting the
negative cable of 12V low-voltage battery and then the manual maintenance switch.

B Disconnection of 12V low-voltage battery
1. Open the trunk, and remove the trunk carpet and storage box.
2. Disconnect or cut off the negative cable of 12V low-voltage battery.

Note: After turning off the power system, the high-voltage circuit can be operated
only after waiting for at least 1 minute.

B Disconnection of manual maintenance switch

When disconnecting the high voltage, the operators should wear complete
insulating protective equipment and use special insulating tools:

1. Open the trunk, and remove the trunk carpet and storage box.
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2. Remove the manual maintenance switch.

Note: When the manual maintenance switch is removed, measures shall be taken to prevent foreign objects from
entering the manual maintenance switch base.

IMPORTANT: To disassemble the components of high-voltage system, special equipment (voltmeter, etc.) should
be used to confirm whether the voltage of high-voltage circuit is within the safety range (the voltage is not greater
than 30V AC (rms) and 60V DC) before the corresponding operation.

Fire

Note: During rescue in fire, please always wear complete personal protective equipment, including self-contained
breathing (SCBA).

During rescue of a vehicle in fire, the rescuers should wear complete insulating protective equipment and use

special insulating tools:

e The driver, passengers and irrelevant personnel shall move away from the vehicle immediately.

e Damaged metal live conductors of high-voltage components shall not be touched during rescue to prevent
possible injuries due to electric shock.

e When thoroughly checking the fire, do not touch any high-voltage components and always use insulating tools
for disposal. Disconnect the high-voltage output immediately if the conditions permit.

e |f a small fire occurs and the flame does not spread to the high-voltage battery pack, carbon dioxide or ABC dry
powder extinguishers may be used to extinguish the fire.

e |f the high-voltage battery pack catches fire, a large amount of water may be used to continuously spray it to
reduce its temperature. (If no one is trapped and the conditions do not permit rescue, the rescuers may allow it to
burn out. Meanwhile, it shall be ensured that the fire does not spread and the inhalation of toxic substances in the
smoke shall be avoided.)

e Burning or heated high-voltage battery releases toxic gases. The rescuers shall always use complete personal
protective equipment (including SCBA) protect themselves and take appropriate measures to direct smoke and

gases to protect surrounding people from the accident.

The battery contains many chemicals, with a risk of re-burning. Thermal imagers, thermometers and other
devices shall be used in the handling process to monitor the battery temperature in real time. Once sharp rise of
internal battery temperature or smoke release is found, the operation shall be stopped immediately, and spray
guns shall be used to extinguish the fire and cool down until the thermal accident of high-voltage battery pack is
under control.

After the fire is completely extinguished, the accident vehicle should be transferred to a safe place for isolation
immediately. When transferring the vehicle, it cannot be directly towed and should be transported by a rescue
vehicle.

If the high-voltage battery pack and high-voltage components are damaged, a small amount of liquid may leak,
such as lithium battery electrolyte and coolant. Do not touch it directly, clean it up timely, and prevent it from
entering the sewer system or other waters.

After rescue, the accident vehicle and high-voltage battery pack shall be handled properly, and the Repairer
should be contacted timely for service and disposal.

Fire extinguishers should be purchased by yourself and replaced periodically. Carbon
dioxide extinguisher or ABC dry powder extinguisher is recommended.

When the vehicle catches fire and the fire is small, an extinguisher can be used to
extinguish it (refer to the instructions for use of fire extinguisher).

Wading

Like other vehicles, wading will not cause a greater risk to your vehicle. Insulating protective equipment shall be
worn when handling any water-logged vehicle.

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e The driver, passengers and irrelevant personnel shall move away from the vehicle immediately.

e Damaged metal live conductors of high-voltage components shall not be touched during rescue to prevent
possible injuries due to electric shock.

e |f there is no hiss or foam from the high-voltage battery pack of the water-logged vehicle, it can be salvaged by a
professional agency.

e After salvaging, the high voltage of the vehicle shall be disconnected timely, and the vehicle shall be placed in an
open area for isolation.

e When transferring the vehicle, it cannot be directly towed and shall be transported by a rescue vehicle.

e After rescue, the accident vehicle and high-voltage battery pack shall be handled properly, and the Repairer
should be contacted timely for service and disposal.

Cutting

Warning: Regardless of the disable procedure used, care should always be taken with all high-voltage components
to avoid possible power-on risks, and cutting, squeezing or touching high-voltage components may cause severe
injury or death.

When cutting a vehicle, please use proper tools (such as hydraulic cutter) and always wear proper personal
protective equipment, otherwise severe injury or death may be caused.

e Components such as high-voltage system, gas spring and
supplementary restraint system (SRS) are defined as non-cuttable
areas (circled in red in the figure). Do not cut or squeeze these areas,
otherwise severe injury or death may be caused. High-voltage
components can be cut only after the high voltage is disconnected,
except for high-voltage battery pack.

e To protect the driver and passengers, some areas of the vehicle body are made of ultra-high strength steel, so
these areas (cyan areas in the figure) should be demolished or expanded with appropriate tools during rescue.

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Lifting

Warning: Never damage the high-voltage battery pack when lifting the
vehicle from below. Please take extra care to ensure that the floor is not
damaged when using rescue tools.

The high-voltage battery pack is located on the underside of the vehicle.
When lifting or stabilizing the vehicle, only use the designated lifting area
(as shown in green in the figure), and ensure that the high-voltage battery
pack (orange area in the figure) or other high-voltage components are not I fting Position
contacted.

Vehicles Evacuated from the Scene after the Accident

= Battery Location

After an accident occurs, the measures to evacuate from the scene
are as shown below. When transporting the vehicle, place wheel
chocks (1) as shown in the figure, and then position the anti-slip
rubber blocks (2) around the wheel. Meanwhile, fit the lashing
straps (3) around the wheels and secure them on the trailer. Fasten
the straps to secure the vehicle.

In case your vehicle broke down or encountered an accident, you
can use the towing hook to tow your vehicle, such as towing your
vehicle onto the transporter. But they are not designed for towing
other vehicles. Itis recommended to tow the vehicle with a hard rod,
and if it is not available, a soft rope may be used.

Suspended towing is the best method for recovering a vehicle that
needs to be towed. The drive wheels should be suspended above
the ground, or the transmission may be damaged. Turn on the hazard warning lamp, with no passenger left in the
vehicle.

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IMPORTANT

Only when there is no safety risk to the vehicle can it be towed
away from the site. If the vehicle battery pack is deformed,
leaking or smoking, the safety risk should be tackled first.

Before transporting the vehicle, ensure that the parking
system is enabled.

Before towing the vehicle, turn on the hazard warning lamp,
and close and lock the doors.

When towing the vehicle, DO NOT suddenly accelerate or
brake suddenly, this can cause accidents.

When towing or transporting the vehicle, any passenger shall
not be left in the vehicle.

When towing the vehicle, ensure the air suspension is in
service mode.

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Turning off Power System

In case of an emergency, the power system can be turned off as follows when normal pullover is allowed:

1) After the vehicle is stopped, press the EPB switch (same as P gear), the red indicator lamp on the driver
screen @ is always on and the electronic parking brake is enabled.

2) Tap "Settings - General - Vehicle Power Supply - Power Off"

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3. Warranty and Maintenance

Warranty

SAIC MOTOR CORPORATION LIMITED will provide warranty services for the complete vehicle according to the
following terms, conditions and restrictions. In addition to the mandatory provisions of local law, this Handbook
specifies the warranty responsibilities of SAIC MOTOR CORPORATION LIMITED for the users.

B Warranty Period

SAIC MOTOR CORPORATION LIMITED provides a warranty period of 5 year/160,000 km(whichever comes first)
for new vehicles.

The warranty period is counted from the date when the date of issuance of the vehicle purchase invoice and the
mileage at that time shall be indicated on the warranty card, which will be delivered to the user along with the
vehicle. The part replacement in the warranty period will not change the complete vehicle warranty period, and the
warranty period of parts replaced within the warranty period will terminate when the complete vehicle warranty
period ends.

B Warranty Period of Main Assemblies

SAIC MOTOR CORPORATION LIMITED promises to provide a warranty period of 8 years/ 200,000 km(whichever
comes first) for the high-voltage battery pack (ESS), drive motor, and drive motor control module in the key
components of new energy vehicles.

B Authorisation Policy

SAIC MOTOR CORPORATION LIMITED only authorises its Authorised Repairers to provide vehicle warranty and
maintenance for its products. Any vehicle warranty and maintenance services related to the products of SAIC
MOTOR CORPORATION LIMITED should be completed by an SAIC MOTOR CORPORATION LIMITED
Authorised Repairer.

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Warranty Conditions

The warranty conditions for the complete vehicle are:

The vehicle is within the warranty period.

All repairs, damage rectification, maintenance or fitting of replacement parts and accessories are carried out by
SAIC MOTOR CORPORATION LIMITED Authorised Repairer and in accordance with his instructions.

The user must present a valid warranty card.
The parts replaced within the warranty period belong to SAIC MOTOR CORPORATION LIMITED.
All maintenance operation must be carried out according to Maintenance Plan.

Scope of Warranty

The scope of warranty is a process to correct the defects in the materials and manufacturing process of the
vehicle within the warranty period. The new genuine parts of SAIC MOTOR CORPORATION LIMITED or the
remanufactured parts approved by SAIC MOTOR CORPORATION LIMITED must be used for warranty.
If the vehicle cannot be driven because of a defective component which is covered by warranty, during the
warranty period, it should be recovered to the nearest SAIC MOTOR CORPORATION LIMITED Authorised
Repairer to carry out repairs. Please allow SAIC MOTOR CORPORATION LIMITED Authorised Repairer a
reasonable amount of time to carry out the repair.
Scope beyond Warranty

Damage or failure due to improper vehicle storage, and thereby resulting vehicle repair. For example, discharge
of high-voltage battery pack, discharge of 12V battery, vehicle damage caused by external environment, etc.

Maintenance parts and wear and tear part. For example, brake disc, bulb, normal wear of tyre, battery, wiper
blade, etc.

Vehicle damage due to failure to carry out maintenance according to the maintenance schedule specified in this
Handbook or failure to use the recommended fluid and capacity in accordance with the User's Handbook.

Vehicle damage due to falling objects (chemical substances, tree sap, acid rain), stones, hail, lightning stroke,
earthquake, flood, storm, etc.

Vehicles with odometer not connected or with odometer reading changed (excluding repair, adjustment and
replacement of odometer by an SAIC MOTOR CORPORATION LIMITED Authorised Repairer for warranty).

Economic losses or extra expenses that are not within the scope of warranty. For example, loss due to vehicle
out of service, loss of storage, loss of time or salary, accommodation, meals or other travel expenses, and other
incidental economic losses.

Any repair and/or modification to meet the requirements of local government regulations and the resulting
vehicle damage after the vehicle is sold, except as required by law or approved by SAIC MOTOR
CORPORATION LIMITED.

Vehicle damage due to improper handling when a problem occurs.

Any reparation and maintenance are carried out by unauthorized repairer.

Maintenance

Maintenance Purpose

Proper vehicle maintenance not only helps keep the long-term use and normal driving of the vehicle, but also
facilitates environmental protection.

Maintenance Schedule

The maintenance schedule recommended in this Handbook is the best maintenance interval obtained based on the
test conditions. Please carry out maintenance according to "Regular Maintenance Schedule" or "lrregular
Maintenance Schedule" by taking the domestic road conditions, driving conditions, etc. into full consideration.

In order to maintain the performance of high-voltage battery pack, it is recommended that the customer performs
equalization charging regularly (such as monthly). Refer to the User's Handbook for details.

B Regular Maintenance Schedule

1) Transport passengers and goods within the range of the technical data recommended in the User's Handbook;
2) Drive on suitable roads within the driving speed range permitted by traffic regulations;

3) Use recommended fluids.
